He played 
trumpet and is an avid bridge player.  He attended Oberlin College and majored in math and economics.  
He met his wife Donna under “interesting” circumstances – you have to hear this story in person – in 1976.  
They have three lovely daughters – one at Pittsford Sutherland, one at Nazareth, and one at U of R.  
Bruce works as a technical capacity planner for EDS.  He moved his family to Michigan for this job, but 
when they found out he worked primarily from home, they returned to Rochester. Bruce found out about 
Rotary from Ed Crosby (Henrietta Rotary Club) and came to Pittsford after talking to Charlie Richardson.
