         Speakers: Bob Vukosic and Nina Rummel 
  
 

 
Bob Vukosic described a new club approach to mentoring new members.  In addition to the Membership 
Chairperson, a Mentor is being assigned to each new club member.  Also, each member of the club has 
the responsibility for introducing themselves to new club members within one month of induction.  This will 
help to achieve our club’s motto: Fulfillment, Friendship and Fun.  Prospective member Robin Kreinsen 
will have mentor Marjorie Bleeg.  Prospective member Don Kimball will have mentor Malcolm Bugler. 
 
The Club President and the Board have primary responsibility for Fund Raising.  In addition, there will be 
Fund Raising Co-Chairpersons, the Past President and President Elect.  Lynn Freshman and Bob Vukosic 
will be the Co-Chairpersons from July, 2007 to June, 2008, to be the focal points for new fund raising 
ideas, to identify and support chairpersons for the major events, to provide status reporting, to ensure 
succession planning, and to provide revenue forecasts to the Board. 
 
Lynn Freshman provided a year-end review of the dozens of events in which the Rotary Club of Pittsford 
was involved.  We sponsor and participate in a variety of activities, and contribute to many worthy causes.  
It is a great Rotary Club, and Lynn provided excellent leadership during the past year. 
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Nina Rummel described her time in Iraq, and showed us many pictures.  Nina has 
been an officer in the Danish Army Reserves since 1994.  Due to the large 
number of injured soldiers and a shortage of doctors, she was asked to spend 
time in Iraq.   Nina consulted with her children and received their full support.  The 
trip took her to Denmark, then Germany, then Kuwait where she was taken to a 
safe house.  She was driven to the American base at the border, and was not 
reassured by the many bullet holes in the car.  The camp is an outpost amidst 
dust, sand and rocks with oil wells in the distance.  During her entire time in Iraq, 
Nina saw no living plant. 
 
A typical day began at 5 a.m., with a run at 6 a.m. accompanied by an armored 
vehicle, then the fitness room, then a shower, then 7:45 report to the Tactical 

Operations Center, then breakfast at 8, with duty starting at 8:30 and ending near noon.  After lunch, there 
is nap time for an hour while the temperature hovers around 120 degrees.  Recreation is at 3 p.m. with no 
alcohol permitted.  Nina often helped at the British Hospital in the afternoon.  She also met some 
volunteers who bought their own tickets to Iraq, just to help out.  Interrupting the schedule were alarms, or 
the whistling of rockets overhead, or the explosion from a rocket landing.  Routine events come to a 
standstill for three minutes while everyone lies on the ground with fragmentation helmets on.  During these 
times, humor is important, and those who cannot retain their sense of humor find it difficult to manage.  In 
April, there were 96 rocket attacks on the camp, 3 times the rockets came close, and once Nina was 
pulled away from a wall, just before it collapsed. 
 
Nina noted that when things break down, Iraqis do not fix them, but instead they 
abandon them.  The camp was turned over to the Iraqis, and the next day the 
camp had been stripped of the equipment.  Denmark pulls out of Iraq on August 
1.  Moving on with her life, Nina will leave for Denmark on July 2 for a job 
heading a Mercy Flight mission as a doctor with a Danish aviation medical team.  
Stationed near the Little Mermaid in Copenhagen harbor, she will learn to 
operate a helicopter, and will rush to save people in distress, on oil rigs and 
fishing boats.  Nina made her decision in Iraq, seeing that every second in life is 
precious, considering things that she has done and things that she has not done.  
She is leaping into the unknown.  We all wish our courageous, wonderful Nina 
Rummel the very best.
