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TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Ronald McDonald House manager Cher Niedermaier hosted our breakfast and provided a tour of the facility.  There are 21 bedrooms in the house and they run at about 85% occupancy.  We saw first hand a few of the needs at the house.  Cher told us Fred Hill of the Philadelphia Eagles started the house concept in the 1970s and McDonalds Shamrock Shakes drove early funding.  There are 207 Ronald McDonald Houses and the Rochester House was built twelve years ago.


One of the fund-raisers is the annual Red Tie Gala.  This year the event will be held on April 6th.  Cher will provide additional information for us on this later.
