For the record, the new name of the tournament is “Wegman’s Rochester LPGA”.  The term “International” has been dropped and a new logo was developed.

TODAY'S PROGRAM:  No committee reports were given verbally.  Gaven reported on the budget and discussed general club topics.  Bob Thompson – a ‘snow bird’ - submitted a written report for Club Services.  The full text is attached.
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ROTARY INFORMATION:  One of Rotary International’s programs is Disaster Relief.  The program dates back to 1913 when RI responded to floods in the midwestern area of the United States.  The Rotary International web site publishes a list of disaster alerts whereby other clubs can make donations or other offers of help directly to the effected clubs.  Districts are encouraged to utilize Humanitarian SHARE grants for these efforts as well.  You can view the entire list at < http://www.rotary.org/programs/disaster/index.html > Along with the September 11th terrorist attacks in New York City and Washington DC, here are some of the others currently posted;

12 December 2001: Algeria — Flooding
Record-breaking torrential rains flooded the capital of Algiers and neighboring towns.  The flooding that followed crumbled buildings, washed out roads, and killed over seven hundred people.  The governor of District 9010 is seeking international assistance to aid in the recovery process for the ten thousand affected families.

3 December 2001: Pakistan — Afghan Refugee Crisis
Hundreds of thousands of refugees have fled war-torn Afghanistan swelling the ranks of the more than million Afghan refugees already in Pakistan.  Food, shelter, clothing, and other basic amenities are urgently needed for the displaced families, particularly for the children and the elderly.  With the winter months approaching, a rapid response is crucial.  The Afghan Refugee Relief Effort Committee is seeking international assistance.  RI President King has also issued a Presidential Appeal to all Rotary districts to help address this major humanitarian crisis.

7 November 2001: Belize, Guatemala, Honduras — Drought
Over one million people are facing starvation after their crops were destroyed due to drought in Central America.  Over half of the population suffers from extreme poverty, and one in five children suffer from chronic malnutrition.  The governor of District 4250 is seeking international assistance to help these victims recover.

7 November 2001: Belize, Guatemala, Honduras — Drought

10 October 2001: Taiwan — Typhoon Nari
Taiwan has been hit by a second round of heavy rains and mudslides after Typhoon Nari tore through the northern portion of the country.  Twenty-one people were killed, and floodwaters swallowed homes and main streets in the capital of Taipei.  The governor of District 3490 is seeking international assistance to aid in the recovery process.

CLUB SERVICES

REPORT FOR JANUARY 2, 2002

A. Communications

1. Calendar - A calendar of events including future programs and activities are identified two months in advance in the Accelerator.

2. Club Bulletin - The Accelerator is being published every week and provides useful information for our members.  Included in each issue are the names of visiting Rotarians as well as guests, announcements, information about the program, 50/50 winner and inspiring quotes.  There is still a need to include more information from Board Meetings.  Members are encouraged to continue submitting materials for the newsletter.  Club members are pleased with the quality of the newsletter and enjoy the humor, pictures, Rotary information, and reminder about future programs.  The Accelerator should be entered in the district's club bulletin award contest.  Rick Haverty is an outstanding editor.  Ray Robbins was recognized with a gift for his long service as editor of our club bulletin.

3. Club Constitution & By Laws - The revised edition has been duplicated for members to place in their handbooks.

4. Directory of Members - The Directory is being updated when new members are inducted so they have a complete copy.  All members received a copy of the Directory in September and December.

5. Friendship - A complete list of birthdays and anniversary dates has been developed.  Beans Bement is efficiently sending cards to members. Sympathy cards are the responsibility of individual members.

6. Handbook - Additional materials have been duplicated for member handbooks. There is a need to update our handbook.

7. Public Relations - This responsibility has recently been moved from Community Services to Club Services.  Peter Crooker is working on our club display and Lynn Freshman will be doing a display at the Pittsford Library.  Harry Womeldorf has written several articles for the Brighton Pittsford Post.  Kathy Bills has volunteered to assist our club with communication in the local newspaper.

B. Fellowship

1. Holiday Celebration - Elthea King made arrangements for this festive evening at the Century Club.  Members were asked to make reservations using a form prepared for this special event.

2. Installation Dinner - Elthea King and Jackie Swift will plan the dinner at Locust Hill in June.  Gaven Hurley and Lou Christakos will be responsible for the program.

3. International Marine Tattoo - Two members attended this event at the War Memorial

4. Holiday Concert at Eastman - A form was used for reservations and Gerry Vesling purchased tickets for the concert. 

5. Spring Picnic at Genesee Country Museum - Tim Hayes has volunteered to plan the picnic that will be held in the spring.  This should be a very nice activity for our members and their families.

6. Pittsford Musical & High School Shows -- Bob Brown purchased tickets for the Pittsford Musicals and the group went to Locust Hill for dinner.  Lynn Freshman has agreed to help us with these events in the future.

C.   Grants

1. President Hurley formed a new committee to review external requests for financial support from our club.  The five-member committee, chaired by our President-Elect, met on November 28 to review requests and prepared recommendations for the December Board of Directors meeting. 

D. Meetings

1. Attendance - Frank Burns and Pat Mallery are working together collecting money and recording attendance before each meeting.  Forms have been prepared for their use to record attendance and identify make-ups.  The semi-annual attendance record has been published so members could review it and make corrections. Attendance from July through November ranged from 81% to 85%.  There were seven members with attendance below 60%.  Four members were listed as excused.  An accurate method of reporting make-ups through service or attendance at meetings and events is needed.  Members who are responsible for planning activities are expected to submit a list of those attending so make-up credit can be noted.  

2. Club Assemblies - This is the second of four club assemblies that will be scheduled this year.  Service Directors should be prepared to report at these meetings.  Members will have an opportunity to make suggestions that will be considered by the Board of Directors.

3. Greeters & Invocation - Dave Spaker has very efficiently organized the list of greeters for most of the year.

4. Joint Meetings in Area 1 - We hope to be invited to a combined winter meeting with the clubs in Area 3 which is being planned by the Webster club and will be held at the Webster Country Club.  We understand that next year Pittsford will be in Area 8 with Caledonia-Mumford, Honeoye Falls-Mendon, Rush-Henrietta and Scottsville.

5. Meeting Location & Food - Our approach to ordering has been changed several times.  Currently the waitress takes our orders at 7:15 from a menu prepared by Rick Haverty.

6. Notify Restaurant if not Meeting - President Hurley has contacted Hicks & McCarthy's when the club will not be having breakfast at the restaurant

7. Promoting attendance at Rotary Events  - Nine members attended the Rotary Leadership Institute in Canandaigua on November 10.  Recommendations on public relations, membership retention, communication, awards, fundraisers, evaluation and service projects were developed for the Board of Directors to consider in December.  Nineteen members and their spouses attended the Eastern Cities Dinner in Rochester on November 12.  The speech by Rotary International President Rick King was inspirational.  Members will be encouraged to attend the district conference in Lancaster in April.  We will need a member to be responsible for making arrangements for our members participation at the district conference.

8. Rotary Information & Magazine - Jim Murphy is coordinating the sharing of information about Rotary.

9. Speakers for Programs - Rick Haverty has assumed the responsibility for arranging programs.  Speakers have provided information on a variety of topics.  A number of new members of the Rotary Club of Pittsford have made interesting presentations about themselves and their families.

E. Membership

1. Membership Development & Proposal - Our club has been fortunate to have inducted seven new members during the past six months.  During the current year, two former members did not retain their membership.

2. New Member Orientation & Classification - The orientation information has been reviewed, edited and printed to share with new members.  Directions on sharing and discussing the information have been developed.  All members involved in membership are prepared to meet with new members and share this information.  With one exception, the induction of all new members has been accomplished in a timely fashion.  There is a need to develop a checklist of desirable activities for new members to achieve.  A list of suggested ways new members can be involved in Rotary activities has been developed.  Each new member should be assigned a mentor.

3. Badges - Ray Robbins and Jackie Swift have obtained badges for new members in a timely manner.
