School Committee Partnership:  Sandy Overmier mentioned needing help for the School Committee Partnership Council March 23, 2002.  They are doing an anti-drug program at Pittsford Mendon High School.   This conflicts with the District meeting, but perhaps some individuals not attending the meeting or Interact could help out.

TODAY'S PROGRAM:  (by Joy Bennett)
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Peter Crooker introduced our speaker.  Today our speaker was Bob Corby, the Mayor of the Village of Pittsford.  Bob has been Mayor for almost nine years, and Peter was his teacher in high school!  Mayor Corby is originally from Pittsford, and attended the University of Syracuse School of Architecture. 

Bob gave an informative speech about the comprehensive plans for the Village, and gave a brief history of town planning.  He said the comprehensive plan has two phases:  l) consideration of the canal and 2) the rest of the village.  He said the village is the “functioning downtown” for Pittsford, and they have been doing lots of studies and planning to keep the historical character of the village, retain its sense of place and hometown appeal.  They try to:  promote residential involvement, strengthen the village retail climate, work on development plans for downtown, the church, high school and library so all these elements work well together; and retain the anchors (such as the library) to keep our village vibrant and appealing.  

He said the plans encourage new development, when it is well done and well planned.  They also try to keep the traffic speed low to keep the small town appeal of the Village and encourage pedestrian traffic.  

The Mayor’s office also facilitates cooperation with other agencies and governmental organizations.  Basically, the village and Mayor’s office works as a enhanced neighborhood watchdog group, to ensure that the quality of Pittsford Village’s planning and design remains high and well-thought out.  Thank you, Bob for your hard work on our behalf!
