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TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Monroe County Commissioner of Jurors and Vice President of the West Irondequoit School Board Charles G. The court system has recently added the ability to check service information on the Internet in addition to the call-in system in place for years.  There are about 1,500 jurors summoned each week.  Service is for one-day, one-trial.  This means one-day for jury selection and, if chosen, to serve for one trial (usually about a week).  After completion of your service you will not be called for at least four years.  Chuck told us even celebrities like Doug Emblidge are obligated, and honored to serve.

Following the tragic events of 11 September in New York and Washington, D.C., the governors of the affected U.S. districts have initiated relief efforts.   In the Washington, D.C., area, the governors of Districts 7610 and 7620 are jointly seeking assistance to provide long-term support to those injured and to the families of the victims of the disaster.   In New York, the governors of Districts 7230 and 7250 are seeking assistance to provide aid to the recovery efforts as well as to help in the long-term needs of the families who have lost loved ones in the World Trade Center attacks. 

Contributions to the Washington, D.C., area disaster fund can be made payable directly to "District 7610 Foundation," Account # 097104634 and sent to Burke & Herbert Bank and Trust Company, 5705 Seminary Road, Falls Church, Virginia, 22041 USA. 

Contributions for District 7230 (New York City) can be made payable directly to "Rotary District 7230 NYC/WTC Disaster Relief Fund," Account # 261501937865 and sent to Chase Manhattan Bank, 191 Mamaroneck Avenue, White Plains, New York 10601, USA.
