TODAY'S PROGRAM:  
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Induction of Lynn Freshman:  Lynn started off the ceremony by presenting a banner from the Rotary club of Lahr, Switzerland.  She had recently traveled there and brought along a Pittsford Rotary banner.  Lynn has already had some involvement with our club at Church Street and Camp Haccamo.  We welcome her as our newest member.

New York School Board Association member and president of the Pittsford School Board Kim McCluski: After an outstanding introduction by Bob Thompson, Kim McCluski spoke to us about the school district.  About 127,000 pre-K to 12th grade students are educated in Monroe County.   The school system is the 2nd largest employer in the county.  In Pittsford, a new school building(s) proposal is being worked on now and will include community input.  A referendum isn’t expected until next fall.  The district is also launching a search for a permanent superintendent.  New courses added this year include AP History and AP Computer Science that provide college credits for students with the highest grades.  There are also Sports Marketing and Military History courses.   Community service is not required for graduation but is encouraged.  About 340 students out of 460 have reported community service at an average of about 70 hours per student.
