TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Chuck Chapin (from Brighton Rotary) spoke to us about the Rotary Foundation.  Chuck spoke about some changes in the Foundation over the past year.   Given the current financial environment the Foundation has had to cut (or consider cuts) of a number of programs this year.  Chuck mentioned the Ambassadorial Scholarship in particular.  The group-study-exchange program will be cut in half.  3H grants (Health, Hunger, & Humanity) have been discontinued for now.

The Foundation has committed $500,000,000 to Polio Plus for the completion of the program by 2005.  About $400,000,000 has already been raised.  The additional funding was required due to the need to monitor areas for three years before they were determined polio free.  

A new sustaining Paul Harris program was instituted this past year.  A donor can sign up for a $100 per year donation for ten years – a new way to become a Paul Harris Fellow.
