TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Ellen Weber introduced us to MITA – Multiple Intelligence Teaching Approach.  Ellen spoke about conventional / traditional ways of measuring intelligence such as IQ tests and how they have been used to determine our place in society.  Ellen suggests that we ask, “How are we smart” instead of how smart are we?  She talked about three parts of our brain.  The really good news for our club is that brain cells can still be grown at age 105!!  Knowledge is actively constructed.  Ninety percent of knowledge is retained if you practice it, and only five percent if it is simply lectured.  There are eight intelligences of which only two are measured in classical education.  This was a fascinating topic and one that we could have spent hours on.
