School Committee Partnership:  Sandy Overmier mentioned needing help for the School Committee Partnership Council March 23, 2002.  They are doing an anti-drug program at Pittsford Mendon High School.   This conflicts with the District meeting, but perhaps some individuals not attending the meeting or members of Interact could help out.

TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Pete Crooker introduced Kelly Gilman, the new Director of the Pittsford Food Cupboard.  Kelly gave us a brief history of the food cupboard.  The group formed in 1998 from a collection of local churches that had experienced a need in the community.  The cupboard serves six zip codes in Rochester, Brighton, East Rochester, and Pittsford.  The cupboard looks into its client’s issues to understand how it can help beyond providing some food.  The cupboard is a bit [image: image6.png]MANKIND
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unique in that it provides food “shopping” for its clients and is considered a model for this type of service.  FoodLink, Post Office and Scouting drives are major contributors.  Our club’s mayonnaise shelf has helped spur interest in the tuna shelf.  Our club board has earmarked $750 this year for the shelf and holiday collections from our members have been used as well.  Volunteers are needed on Tuesdays and Fridays from 10:00am to 2:00pm for 2-hour sifts.  From time to time volunteers are needed to help out for major drives.  The cupboard serves about 150 households per month and unfortunately the need has been on the increase.  One of the biggest needs the cupboard has is community awareness.  Jim Murphy suggested getting your office, neighborhood association, or even a group of friends involved.  Elthea King said they can always use plastic bags and Harry Womeldorf mentioned that dental supplies are always needed as well.

ROTARY INFORMATION:  Well – not really Rotary information this week, but hopefully helpful nonetheless.  I had the pleasure of working for Bolt, Beranek, and Newman back in Massachusetts for about eight years.  The founders were acoustics engineers from MIT and two of them were professors there.  BBN was noted for designing acoustics for the UN general assembly and concert halls throughout the world.  They also had done acoustic analysis of the Nixon / Rosemary Woods tapes and the Kennedy assassination.  The later investigation concluded there was a single shot fired from the grassy knoll and four shots in total.  The company was also instrumental in the development of ARPANET – the origin of today’s Internet.  Dr. Richard (Dick) Bolt, recently passed away in a nursing home here in Rochester.  The information I thought might be useful comes from the personal experience of Leo Bananek with hearing aids.  Here are his comments from a recent email;

My experience with hearing aids is excellent.  The hearing aid I use is (as of 6 months ago) the best available for use both at home and at cocktail parties.  The company is PHONAK (probably German, I don't know).  The model I have is "Claro 211 daZ".  I have one in each ear.  It is digital and is not simply amplification.  It compresses, but without distortion, the dynamic range so that it amplifies the sounds that you would otherwise not hear, but it does not overload the upper end of hearing.  There are no loud sounds that are uncomfortable.  They have a button on them that you can switch between home and cocktail party.  At home you hear sound from all directions, and the direction is known from what you hear.  At a cocktail party, the aids focus down in front and cut out about 10 dB of side noise.  So one can talk with the person in front at a cocktail party without the usual (for hearing aids) loud side interference.  I go to symphony concerts and compare what I hear with what younger people hear, and we agree.  For example, if the music switches around from one part of the orchestra to another, I follow it and it sounds beautiful, just as it did when I was younger.  I could not function without them.  Hope this helps.  Leo

A little follow up research told me there are at least ten makers of digital hearing aids.  The one Dr. Beranek mentions, Phonak, is headquartered in Staefa, Switzerland.  I’m not in the market for a hearing aid, but I know more and more people seem to be these days and thought this may help.
