TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Ken Smith introduced our speaker Jim Tedford, executive director of the Humane Society at Lollypop Farm.  Jim and his wife moved here from the south.  Moving to Rochester was an “interesting” albeit cold-sounding option but they have adjusted and truly enjoy the area.  In May 2000 Lollypop Farm in Fairport added their latest facility with an eye toward the safety and comfort of both the animals and visitors.  They are close to a 100% adoption rate on dogs.  About 50-60% of cats are adopted and the remainder needs to be euthanized.  The center offers a number of pet training and pet-owner training classes.  Ted mentioned that Jan Smith is on the board of directors.

The Humane Society has added a number of programs focused on people.  They have interactive educational programs directed at pre-schoolers, a pet-as-therapy program focused on nursing homes, and a new visitor center for the general public.  The senior citizen pet-assistance program provides support to seniors who need help to keep their pets.  Seniors for seniors matches up more mature pets with more mature people.  Slightly older animals that are less likely to be adopted are matched with older people who want a pet, but are less able to deal with a puppy or kitten.  They have a day camp program that has a waiting list.  Kids learn to care for animals and gain a general reverence for life.  The Society has recently begun soliciting grants to help bring inner-city kids into the day camp program.   What is RYLA?  Rotary Youth Leadership Awards

Rotary International has always recognized the need for development of young leaders in our many Rotary nations.  To achieve this, R. I. has adopted the Rotary Youth Leadership Award Program to encourage and assist young people in the development of their leadership skills.  Under the general guidance of the R. I. RYLA committee, most of the 528 Rotary districts in the world sponsor this program, directed by a local district committee to adapt the RYLA program to suit local needs.  Some districts conduct the program for high school age youth, others concentrate on the under 30 years old group, and some conduct the program as a weeklong retreat while others operate the program over a weekend period.   Each program, however, is designed to provide lifetime leadership skills for young people, adapted to local needs. 

Each RYLA participant is selected by local Rotary Clubs.  Therefore, if you would like to participate in the program, or know of someone who should be considered for the program, please communicate directly with your local or nearest Rotary Club.
