TODAY'S PROGRAM:  F. Gordon Shay, professor of History at St. John Fisher College and Civil War expert was introduced by Pat Mallery.  Gordon began by saying he organizes trips to Civil War sites and opened the invitation to us to join him and his students.  He handed out an article he wrote entitled “Rochester at Gettysburg” and spoke about Patrick O’Rorke, a colonel from Rochester who led the 140th New York.    We were treated to a slide show to help illustrate the leaders and situation at Gettysburg.  While 20th Maine (I had to put that in here for Ray Robbins) fought hard to secure one area, the 16th Michigan was crumbling.  Patrick O’Rorke led the 140th in a charge without their weapons loaded (because of timing, not neglect) to force the confederates back.  O’Rorke lost his life early during the first charge.  The heroics of the 140th may well have saved the day for the Union at Gettysburg that day.  The graves of Col. Patrick O’Rorke and his wife Mary are in the Holy Sepulcher Cemetery in Rochester.  There was a second group from Rochester fighting at Gettysburg, the 108th.  Entering battle with 200 men they lost 102 or 51% of them.  The 140th had 447 men and lost 133 of them.
