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TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Beverly Clark is the founder and Director of Benincasa hospice and Mary Ann Parker a social worker with the home.  Beverly told us about the history of the hospice and how she and her husband founded the home.  Early fund raising activities were difficult and it wasn’t until after her husband’s death she was able to open the home, using Mr. Clark’s memorial as a down payment.  The home opened in 1996 and is run on funds raised through several events each year (see below for upcoming events) and donations.  They support up to two terminally ill residents at a time and have served 98 residents so far.  There is no charge to the residents or their families and insurance, if there is any, only covers medications.  The average stay is less than 20 days.  They have an annual budget of $170,000 and a paid staff of four.  There are 120 volunteers who help staff the facility around the clock.  Benincasa is located at 3880 Rush-Mendon Road in Mendon.   The Wegmans Rochester LPGA
The annual LPGA tour stop in Rochester takes place at Locust Hill Country Club in Pittsford, New York.  The tournament, generously sponsored by Wegmans Food Markets, is called the Wegmans Rochester LPGA (Formerly called the Wegmans Rochester International) and is one of the most anticipated, annual sporting events in this community!   It is also the largest source of annual funding for the Rochester area Rotary Camps and their many quality programs.  What makes this tournament so unique is that it involves thousands of Monroe County Rotarians, including Pittsford, who make the tournament run.   This volunteer-driven event provides a spectacular week of golf for Rochesterians, while Rochesterians’ patronage of the event benefits two Rotary-sponsored camps – Rochester Rotary Sunshine Campus and Camp Haccamo.  Throughout its 21 years of existence, the tournament has provided in excess of $3.7 million in funds for these special camps!  This tournament would not be possible without the tournament Founders.   Each year the Greater Rochester Chamber of Commerce organizes local companies to donate the $1 million dollar purse for the tournament.
