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TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Tim Hayes spoke to us about financial planning.  After a great insurance joke (you had to be here) Tim described his approach to financial planning and how he is compensated for it.  Tim was recently published in Rochester Women Magazine and featured in an article on socially responsible investing.  Tim’s objective is to educate his clients well enough that they no longer need him.  He works on a fee-only basis and works with people from 15 minutes to 20 hours depending on their needs.  Two out of three savers do not have financial plans and those who do double their overall savings.  The young, the poor, and the least educated are least likely to understand the power of saving and investing.  Tim recommended several good financial books, “The Wealthy Barber,” and Jonathon Pond’s “Your Money Matters” and “Your Financial Future.”  The latter book was raffled at the end of the meeting.  He handed out a six-step financial planning process and showed an example of a comprehensive plan.

The Rotary club of Chingford England was formed in 1933.  They have 21 members.  One of their primary social activities is walking.  “One of our members, Mr. Tony Bonney, is a keen rambler and conducts several walks throughout the year at different locations, which always include a pub lunch.”  Their major fundraiser is the annual “Metropolitan Police Male Voice Choir” concert.  It will be held next Wednesday (April 17th) and tickets are ₤5.50 or just under $8.00 US.  They also have a four-day Christmas collection.  Their most recent club project is the creation of a garden at the old Chingford Hospital site, which is now an old age home.  They also have a program that provides rides for handicapped people.  The club participates in an interesting program called Tools for Self Reliance (TSR) that refurbishes old tools that are then sent to Africa.
