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FEATURES
TODAY'S PROGRAM:  Lisa Mustaffen of the Cardiac transplant team (and former student of Don Clement) introduced Dr. Leway Chen who spoke to us about the program at Strong Memorial.  Leway Chen, M.D., M.P.H., is director and senior transplant cardiologist for the cardiac transplant program at Strong Memorial Hospital of the University of Rochester Medical Center.  Chen, assistant professor of medicine, joined the medical center in fall 2000 in the Unit of Cardiology.  In addition to caring for patients at Strong Memorial Hospital and St. James Medical Center in Hornell, he heads the Strong Cardiac Rehabilitation Center and conducts research related to heart failure and medical outcomes.  

Heart failure is the number one cause of hospital days.  Dr. Christian Bernard did the first heart transplant in the 1960.  The first heart transplant at Strong was done in February of 2001.  Average survival after a transplant is about twelve years.  A large number of patients do not survive until a donated organ is available.  Dr. Chen noted that a very small percentage (~10%) of people have filled out organ donation cards.  Combined with lower accident rates due to things like safer cars and motorcycle helmets, the number of organs available is in relatively low supply.  The team not only performs the transplants, but also the intensive regiment of follow up.  Rejection of the heart is closely monitored and biopsies are taken to ensure organ acceptance.  The most recent transplant at Strong was done on Easter Sunday.  

One of the issues for patients is local lodging.  The EconoLodge on Jefferson Road has renovated several rooms for the long term stays needed.  Dr. Chen would like to see better facilities for the care of the patients and their families.  Dr. Chen also discussed the various types of devices implanted in patients to assist them while awaiting transplants or in some cases in place of transplants.  The future holds man-made organs that may perform as well or better than a transplanted human heart.  Notable in Dr. Chen’s talk was his concern for people in general and his desire to see such illness prevented in the first place.  We’re very fortunate to have this team of dedicated professionals here in Rochester.

ROTARY INFORMATION:
