Beans Bement arranged for a visit by the Pittsford foreign exchange students for the 2001-2002 year.  Foreign language teacher Linda Morley accompanied the students to the meeting.  This seemed like a particularly great group.  All were bright, gracious, and humorous.  Each took a few minutes to address our club.

Jon Ozarowski is from Krakow Poland.  The biggest difference for him has been the way people eat.  He is used to large meals early in the day and a light meal late.  He is very interested in sports – track in particular.  He said his head is shaved for aerodynamics.  

Anastasia (Nastia) Andreeva is from Russia.  She enjoys computer classes, and speaks four languages.  Her most recent language, learned here, is Spanish.  Nastia also likes to volunteer.

Carolin Almozlino is from Turkey.  Carolin enjoys living in the suburbs – she lives in the city at home.  She is on the ski team and in the ski club.  She was also assistant director in the school play.  Her favorite area is drama.  She would like to attend Boston University to major in advertising.

Giai Sacomanno is from Sicily.  Giai is interested in business management and engineering.  She plans to finish high school in Italy and would like to attend college on the West Coast (of the US). 

Jakub Shalski is also from Krakow Poland.  He is a senior and took several languages.  He really enjoyed US history – in part he said, “because it’s fairly short.”  Like all the students he was very grateful to his host family.  He also had a hard time adjusting to American meal times.

ROTARY INFORMATION:
  Rotary in Poland – District 2230, Poland, Belarus, and Ukraine

· Polish Rotary Clubs enjoy equal rights and take part in all the programs of Rotary International and Rotary Foundation.  Every year they put into life several Matching Grant projects worth tens thousands of US dollars.  For example, one of the projects that has been just completed included a fruit orchard of over 2000 trees, which have been planted by Olsztyn Rotarians on the plot belonging to the Orphanage in Morag. The orchard has also been supplied with all the necessary orchard-keeping technical equipment.  The fruit from the orchard will supply other care-taking institutions of the county of Ostroda.  The Orphanage in Morag has also been equipped with a computer laboratory with access to the Internet.  Apart from the above the Orchard has received a lot of the required household equipment. 

· The clubs from the Polish part of the district actively participate in many humanitarian projects (e.g. anti tuberculosis program for Ukrainian children) for Ukraine and Byelorussia. 

· Every year Polish clubs sponsor around 40 long term Youth Exchange Students.  They receive over 30 students from many countries. 

· With European countries District 2230 co-operates mostly through Rotary Inter-country Committees, of which Poland-Germany and Poland-France are especially active.  More and more active become also Poland-Byelorussia and Poland-Ukraine committees.  They all effectively realize the mission of friendly Rotary co-operation over the borders. 

· RI District in Poland was organizing a disaster relief for the victims of the 1997 flood.  In terms of money the disaster relief was worth over PLN 1 mln. (circa US$ 250.000). Contribution from German Rotarians was over DM 1,2 mln.  Rotary Clubs in Poland are also taking a substantial part (financial results has not been summarized yet) in the flood relief in 2001. 

· Rotary Clubs in Poland promote with a good result the altruistic, service attitudes among the middle class. 

· Last Rotary year District 2230 received the special award from RI president "21st Century Challenge Winning District" for the pace of the Rotary Extension.
