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FEATURES
TODAY'S PROGRAM:  This year our student scholarships have been changed to Student Service awards to more closely reflect the theme and goals of Rotary.  The award includes a $1,000 check for each student.  Beans Bement introduced our winners for this year.  This years winners are Martha McKensie from Pittsford-Sutherland and Nat Hatner from Pittsford-Mendon.  Martha played golf, soccer, and lacrosse.  She worked with the “ties” program and was on the varsity volunteers working at Camp Haccamo.  In addition to all these activities Martha has worked part-time.  She is going on to Lehigh this fall to study journalism.  Nat Hutner has spoken to us before about his activities with Interact.  He served as vice president and president of the club.  Nat also played three sports.  He will be attending Yale in the fall where he will study economics.  This summer he is planning to work with Intervol and/or the Al Siegel Center.  

ROTARY INFORMATION:  From this week’s Rotary News Basket:
Rotary's partners in service — Rotary Community Corps (RCC), Interact, and Rotaract — experienced significant program growth in the year just ended.  Rotary Community Corps, groups of non-Rotarians who work to improve the conditions of their communities with Rotary club support, grew by 11.9 percent, adding 528 new units.  There are now 4,703 RCCs worldwide, sponsored by 1,940 Rotary clubs in 181 districts and 68 countries.  The biggest increase was registered in Asia and the Pacific with 458 new RCCs.  Latin America and the Caribbean added 33 new RCCs; Europe and Africa, 31; and the United States and Canada, six.  Bolivia, Cameroon, Italy, Republic of the Congo, and Turks & Caicos Islands joined the ranks of countries with Rotary Community Corps.  The self-help community groups have an estimated global membership of 108,169. 

A total of 795 new Interact clubs were formed in 2001-02, a 10.6 percent gain.  Overall, there are now 8,617 Interact clubs sponsored by 6,800 Rotary clubs in 458 districts and 110 countries.  Four hundred twenty-nine new Interact clubs were formed in Asia and the Pacific; 198 in USA and Canada; 108 in Latin America and the Caribbean; and 60 in Europe and Africa. Bulgaria, Malawi, and Romania were the new entrants in the world of Interact countries.  Interact, the leadership and service program for youth ages 14 to 18 or of secondary school age, has an estimated global membership of 198,191.

Rotaract, Rotary's leadership and service program for young people ages 18 to 30, grew by 6.9 percent, adding 505 new clubs worldwide.  Broken by region, Asia and the Pacific have 235 new clubs; Latin America and the Caribbean, 112; Europe and Africa, 103; and USA and Canada, 55.  Currently, a total of 5,998 Rotary clubs sponsor 7,353 Rotaract clubs in 513 districts and 153 countries.  There are an estimated 169,119 Rotaractors in the world.
