One hundred per cent of all gifts to The Foundation are used to fund Foundation programs.   How can this be?  The Trustees many years ago adopted the three-year program funding cycle, a plan whereby contributions are invested for three years before they are spent.  Thus, costs are paid from earnings on those contributions … costs such as personnel, services, communications, computer support, supplies, audit fees, services to the trustees and investment services.  So, those who provide gifts to The Foundation can feel proud in knowing that every dollar contributed is paving the road to international understanding, good will and peace.
