Here’s an interesting bit of Rotary information from “The ABC’s of Rotary” regarding the use of the Rotary emblem.  If you remember, incoming President Rick King had encouraged the use of the Rotary Emblem in “Rotary” magazine.  The loose interpretation included using it on your business cards.  The language in the “ABC’s” couldn’t be more clearly against this particular use.  Gaven had pointed this out some time back.  Here is the ABC version;

The Rotary International emblem is officially registered with the U.S. Patent Office as a trademark and "service mark," which prevents it being used in improper ways or by unauthorized individuals. The Rotary emblem should not be altered or modified in any way. Rotarians are encouraged to wear the emblem as a lapel button.  It is frequently used on jackets, pens, caps and other personal items manufactured by firms or individuals licensed by the R.I. Board of Directors. Rotary badges, banners, road signs and official Rotary club stationery naturally use the emblem as a mark of identification. The Rotary emblem cannot be used for any commercial purpose.  It is not permissible to use it in a political campaign or in connection with any other name or emblem not recognized by Rotary International.  Individual Rotarians should not use the Rotary emblem on business cards or stationery or for any other use intended to promote business.  Nor is it considered proper for Rotarians to use the emblem on doors or windows of their business premises.  It is the responsibility of all Rotarians to wear and use the emblem with pride. The restrictions are provided to assure that the Rotary emblem will not be misused and that it will always bring distinction to the organization.

BOARD MEETING MINUTES:
Attending: Gaven Hurley (presiding), Bob Thompson, Lou Christakos, Roger Zaenglein, Bill Pieper, Rick Haverty

Budget Review: There was some question about the proceeds from the golf tournament.  It appears that some of the early deposits were credited back in June and thus, not in this fiscal year.  Bob Thompson will follow up with Roger to resolve.

Camp Haccamo Donation:  We made a $1,500 donation to the camp “in lieu of assessment”.  By way of letter to the camp Gaven made it clear that we will continue to support the camp, but cannot accept an assessment.  The reasons for this were outlined in the letter;

· Only R.I. or the District may assess clubs;

· An assessment increases per capita dues, which we seek to keep at a reasonable level; and

· We know of no such assessment in (Camp Haccamo) By-Laws.

We also spent $350 on the Camp Haccamo Carnival, and $250 for the counselor awards.

Talking Library:  A motion was made to amend our donation to the Talking Library (District project in India) to provide the full $1,500 requested by the district.  This is, in a way, our payback for the $3,500 Green Acres grant last year.  The board approved this motion.

Exchange Student:  A motion was made to provide this year’s exchange student with a gift of $100 per semester and pay expenses to the Rotary conference.  The board approved this motion.

Display Board:  A motion was made that the club acquire a new display board for use at conferences, public events, and so on.  The cost would be about $300.  The board approved this motion and Gaven will follow up with a purchase.

Dictionary Project:  A motion was made and approved to ask the Literacy Committee to assess the usefulness of pursuing this project on (at first) a limited distribution to St. Monica’s and St. Louis third grade classes.  The pilot, should it be approved, would cost less than $200.

New Ideas:  Jim D’Aiello has suggested some local causes that could use our help.  The board was enthusiastic about the prospects and will discuss further actions.  The projects are;

· The Ronald McDonald House

· Habitat for Humanity

· Habitat Interfaith Partnership
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
