TODAY'S PROGRAM: We had a double-barrel program today.  September is New Generations month on the Rotary calendar (formerly Youth month).

First, three of our Interact leaders squeezed in an early visit on their first day of school.  Nate Hattner, President; Kavita Rahaven, Treasurer; and board member Julie Caruso told us a bit about why they chose to participate in the club.  One of the projects they have planned for this year is pumpkin painting – supplying pumpkins on Halloween for needy children.  This is done in association with Volunteers of America.   They also plan to follow up on last year’s project and landscape another Habitat house on Love Street – this time from seed since they were unable to get a donation of sod.  The club will also participate in the upcoming Breast cancer walk and distribute collection boxes for UNICEF.  Did you know our Interact group was so active??  They are preparing to run a membership drive over the next few weeks to recruit new members.  There are about 20 in the club now.  If you know someone (or someone’s teenager) who might be interested let him or her know what a great group it is.  They can easily fulfill their 90-hour community service requirement for high school and it would keep them off the streets <smile>.
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Later in the meeting Dave Schaeffer, from the newly formed Canalways Trail Association of New York, presented us with an opportunity to participate in a canal trail clean up and beautification program.  They are forming an “Adopt a Trail” program loosely modeled after the “Adopt a Highway” program.    Current volunteers include Larsen Engineers, Waste Management, Fairport Interact, Dave Coons staff, and a group of women who call themselves “Friends of the Bushnell Basin.”  They need additional groups to adopt the 1.8 miles east and the 1.8 miles west of the village.  They are asking that members patrol their section once a month from April through November.  Although clean up is an important part of the program, groups are encouraged to suggest beatification projects as well.  It was suggested at the meeting that we include the Interact group (see this week’s rotary information section below) and make this a joint project.  Actions will be discussed further at Monday’s board meeting.

ROTARY INFORMATION:  World Interact Week

During the week in which 5 November falls, Interact clubs and their sponsors join in a worldwide celebration of Interact.  World Interact Week coincides with the date the first Interact club was officially certified by Rotary International in 1962.  To commemorate the event, Interact clubs are invited to partner with their sponsoring Rotary clubs to carry out joint activities and to promote the positive effects Interact clubs have on their communities.

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[image: image7.wmf]* The Interact Club of Sharon, Pennsylvania, USA, held a Thanksgiving food drive.
* The Interact Club of the Potchefstroom High School for Girls in South Africa celebrated the first World Interact Week by holding a "Granny of the Year" competition and lunch.  The Interactors worked with Rotarians' spouses in their community to hold the luncheon, which was attended by Interactors, Rotarians and their families.  Food was donated by the Rotarians while the Interactors organized the affair.  An award was presented at the end of the luncheon to the winning Granny.

* In Palmyra, New York, USA, the Interact Club of Palmyra-Macedon was very excited to be able to celebrate World Interact Week by helping its sponsoring Rotary club pack medical supplies to be shipped to a Rotary club in Russia.  The humanitarian aid project, in which materials such as wheelchairs were shipped to needy hospitals, was a first for the Interact club, and the experience of an international project was wonderful.
* The Interact and Rotary Clubs of Monte Sião, Brazil, promoted the Spring Bicycle Ride in celebration of spring and the Interact anniversary.  The military police helped organize traffic flow, and local radio and newspapers publicized the event.  Banners were posted in neighboring cities to encourage spectators to attend to support the riders.  The donations of food, which served as the entrance fee, were given to the city nursery.   Interactors and community members participated in the ride and the event overall was enormously successful.
