Our speaker Bill Bartlett is a construction manager for Habitat for Humanity.  Millard Fuller founded it in 1976.  They are the 5th largest homebuilder in the US and also have international operations.   Roger and Barbara Cross formed our local affiliate – Flower City Habitat.  New homeowners are required to put 500 hours of “sweat equity” into their new homes.  They also pay a monthly mortgage, which is provided interest free.  There have been 15 projects in Rochester this year so far and 100 since inception.
